PATRIOTISM —
A FORMULA FOR THE LIFE OF REAL HEROES AT ALL TIMES

In modern times, the problem of patriotic education of youth remains especially
relevant. Patriotism is devotion and love for one's fatherland, one's people and readiness
to make any sacrifices in the name of the interests of one's Motherland.

As an example, | would like to cite Vladislav Valentinovich Tetyukhin. He is truly a
great and kind person. Thanks to him, my city continued to exist, and tens of thousands
of people work and work for the good of their country at the VSMPO-AVISMA
Corporation enterprise, which functions only thanks to the diligence and unusual
decisions of its first leader, Vladislav Valentinovich. Tetyukhin, after graduating from the
institute, was sent to Verkhnyaya Salda, where he took part in the preparation of titanium
production at a metalworking plant. Since the production of titanium at that time was
secret, it was difficult to get decent equipment, so he went on a business trip to Moscow,
from where he brought a new furnace from VIAM, and based on this furnace, together
with the factory workers, he built another one. And a year later, the first products from
pure titanium weighing 4 kg were produced, which served as the beginning of the
development of the titanium industry in the Urals, which subsequently made the Urals,
and in particular Verkhnyaya Salda, the main supplier of titanium to the world stage.
Thanks to Vladislav Valentinovich, in the late 90s, when the country was in crisis and
utter chaos, Verkhnyaya Salda began its development - the time of signing contracts with
large companies, and the main achievement was the signing of a five-year contract with
the American aviation company Boeing. VSMPO received 14% of orders, which was a
huge achievement that allowed many ordinary workers, and the company as a whole, to
survive this difficult time. After the successful signing of the contract, the Bereznikovsky
plant was acquired, Tetyukhin's enterprise became the well-known VSMPO-Avisma
corporation, which not only produced materials, but now began to produce finished
products, for example, titanium sponge. Vladislav Valentinovich was not only a
practitioner, but also an excellent theoretician who made a great contribution to science.
He is known as an inventor in the field of vacuum metallurgy (he created technologies
for vacuum-arc remelting with a consumable electrode in an inert gas environment),
developed more than a hundred inventions that were published in many Russian and
foreign publications, and became a laureate of the State Prize. Vladislav Valentinovich,
together with his team, created several unique new alloys, a triple remelting technology
to create products, a mistake in the production of which would cost lives. The quality and
reliability of disks, blades for turbines of passenger and transport aircraft have been
improved by optimizing the composition of the material from which they were made.
Now, in every aircraft flying over any distance, there is at least one part manufactured at
the VSMPO-AVISMA enterprise, and this is not an exaggeration, but in fact a fact. The
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titanium manufacturing technology developed by Tetyukhin is used all over the world in
various titanium industries, and the workers who now work in my hometown are invited
monthly to work in all parts of the world, they transferred and taught titanium production
technology.

Vladislav Valentinovich Tetyukhin died on April 11, 2019 in the Urals in the city of
Nizhny Tagil. He spent an amazing life, dedicating her service to science, his State and,
of course, people, many of whom lived a decent life only thanks to him. Tetyukhin never
put himself above his subordinates, he found a common language with everyone. In the
first place, he put human qualities, not money. Vladislav Tetyukhin came to work at eight
in the morning six times a week, like all employees, where he spent most of his time
directly involved in the life of his Corporation. At the age of 77, he sold all his shares,
and invested the proceeds in the construction of a modern medical center, in order to help
everyone who needs a complex high-quality operation, but does not have the financial
ability to do so. I believe that Vladislav Valentinovich is exactly the person whom modern
youth should look up to. This is a person who put people in the first place all his life, and
he himself lived with one goal - to bring Russia to a leading position in the international
titanium industry and did everything possible for this. He is a true patriot of our country,
one who, despite the huge financial fortune, remained a very simple and very kind person.

GOLDEN STAR OF RUSSIA - DMITRY ALEKSANDROVICH
RAZUMOVSKY

Recently, from TV screens, on the Internet, on the radio, we hear multiple judgments
about patriotism. Sometimes many people do not even think about the meaning of this
word. So what is patriotism and how does it manifest itself in people's behavior?

According to the Soviet historical encyclopedia, patriotism is a feeling of love for
the motherland, an idea, a consciousness of civic responsibility for the fate of the
fatherland, expressed in the desire to serve for the sake of their people, to protect their
interests.

In my opinion, patriotism is nothing but the joy and awe that a person feels when
returning to his hometown after a long absence, pride in the achievements of Russian
athletes at international competitions, empathy and feasible assistance to people who have
lost their shelter after wildfires or floods, and much more. This is an unshakable
confidence in the correctness of their judgments about loyalty to their native country,
loyalty to military duty and readiness to defend its interests and integrity at any time with
weapons in their hands. Also, it is knowledge of the history of your homeland and respect
for its culture. However, love for the Motherland implies not only the praise of one's own
just because it is native. It is also important to be able to see the shortcomings, as well as
try to strive to correct them.

As a native of the Ulyanovsk region, | want to give an example of a true patriot of
our country in the person of a Russian serviceman, head of the «Vympel» department of
the Central Security Service of the FSB of the Russian Federation, Lieutenant Colonel
Dmitry Alexandrovich Razumovsky. He participated in multiple military conflicts: the
Civil War in Tajikistan, the First and Second Chechen Wars, where he proved himself as
a brave, calculating, determined, excellent commander-in-chief, striving to minimize
losses among his subordinates.

On September 1, 2004, in the city of Beslan in the Republic of North Ossetia—
Alania, a group of terrorists from 32 two people entered school No. 1, taking 1,128
children and adults hostage. On the same day, Dmitry, together with the Vimpel group,
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arrived there and immediately joined in the study of the situation, engaged in the
preparation of the operation. On the third day, explosions occurred at the school.
D.A. Razumovsky, at the head of the group, received an order to storm the building. He
ensured the hostages' exit from the school, identifying and destroying terrorists. A hail of
bullets and a barrage of automatic fire rained down on him, but the commander fearlessly
went ahead to save the children. Unfortunately, he was killed by a sniper in the school
yard.

Thanks to the actions of Dmitry and the special forces, 814 people managed to
escape alive from the clutches of violent terrorists. By the Decree of the President of the
Russian Federation dated September 6, 2004, Lieutenant Colonel Dmitry Razumovsky
was awarded the title of Hero of the Russian Federation posthumously for his courage
and heroism shown during the performance of a special task. His relatives were awarded
the badge of special distinction of the Hero of the Russian Federation — the Gold Star
medal.

Summing up, | want to say that patriots are not born, they become. It is in childhood
that it is necessary to form moral qualities. A child's sense of patriotism is manifested in
his desire to help people around him, take care of animals. It is important to support this
desire and form in him a civic position, patriotic feelings and love for the past, present
and future, based on the study of traditions, literature, cultural heritage. Today it is
especially important to be united. The events taking place in every corner of our country
concern every citizen of Russia. A patriot cannot live by the principle "My hut is on the
edge".

PYOTR NESTEROV - A RUSSIAN PILOT WHO CHANGED AVIATION

Among those who stood at the origins of world aviation, there are many names of
Russian scientists, engineers, designers. Pyotr Nikolaevich Nesterov combined all these
three hypostases. A man known to the whole world as the founder of aerobatics, lived a
very short life, but managed to leave a bright mark.

He was born in Nizhny Novgorod on February 15, 1887 in the family of an officer
educator of the cadet corps Nikolai Fedorovich Nesterov.

Peter was not even three years old when his father died. The mother, who was left
with four children in her arms, had no means of livelihood. The family had to move to
the so-called Widow's Home: a state institution for poor, crippled or elderly widows.

At the age of 10, Petya was accepted into the Nizhny Novgorod Cadet Corps, where
his father had previously worked. The boy studied with interest, showed perseverance
and diligence, was in good standing with teachers.

After graduating from college with honors in 1906, Nesterov was promoted to the
rank of second lieutenant and sent to the 9th East Siberian Rifle Artillery Brigade.

Science flights

The young officer showed interest in various technical innovations. In the
Vladivostok fortress aeronautical company, Nesterov drew attention to the balloon and
suggested to the company officers the idea of using it as an observation post for correcting
artillery firing.

He himself developed the rules for air spotters, personally climbing on a balloon.

The first independent flight

Nesterov develops the first designs of an aircraft of his own design, and in October
1911 becomes a cadet of the St. Petersburg Officer Aeronautical School. In September
1912, Peter Nesterov makes his first independent flight.
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""Dead loop"

But there was an idea that even friends took with hostility. Nesterov claimed: it is
possible to perform a "dead loop™ on an airplane. "Air is a completely homogeneous
medium in all directions. It will hold the aircraft in any position with proper control," he
wrote.

When Nesterov drew a diagram of the execution of this figure at lectures, the
jokers instead of a "loop" drew a straight line to the ground, where they depicted a
mound with a cross: they say, the author of a crazy idea will kill himself if he tries to
bring it to life.

But on August 27, 1913, in Kiev over the Syretsky field, a Nieuport-4 aircraft with
a 70 hp Gnome engine, piloted by Nesterov, performed a closed loop in the vertical
plane.

On September 8, 1914, Pyotr Nesterov made another breakthrough in aviation and
his last feat: for the first time in the history of combat aviation, he used a battering ram,
shooting down an Austrian reconnaissance aircraft at the cost of his own life.

IN THE HANDS OF THE HEROES

Patriotism is devotion and love for one's people, fatherland and readiness for all
feats and deeds for the sake of one's Homeland. This means that you need to live not only
for yourself, but for the sake of the people around you, trying to improve your Homeland.

There are many patriots in Russia, but for me a vivid example of patriotism is a
resident of my hometown, Gavriil Dmitrievich Agarkov, who was born on March 21,
1905 in Nizhny Novgorod. He began his career in 1921 as a railway worker. He graduated
from the Moscow Aviation Institute in 1935 and the Academy of the Ministry of Aviation
Industry in 1950. Since 1935, he has been a leading engineer at Moscow factories. In
1952, he came to the Urals in Verkhnyaya Salda and worked as the director of the
Verkhne - Salda Metalworking plant until 1981. Later, he was Deputy General Director
of VSMPO (1981-1985).

Under the leadership of G. D. Agarkov, VSMPO developed and implemented
technology for the production of ingots and semi-finished products from titanium alloys.
Workshops equipped with unique equipment were created. With his direct participation,
for the first time in the Soviet Union, work was done on the development and introduction
into mass production of products made of titanium and its alloys, on the creation of the
titanium industry in the country. Agarkov is also the author of 17 inventions. He made a
significant contribution to the reconstruction and development of the enterprise and the
social sphere of Verkhnyaya Salda. The city's cultural institution, the G. D. Agarkov
Palace of Culture, is named in his honor. Gavriil Dmitrievich has many honorary titles
and awards of the USSR, such as: Candidate of Technical Sciences; Hero of Socialist
Labor; 3 Orders of Lenin; Order of the October Revolution; Order of the Red Star; Order
of the Red Banner of Labor; Lenin Prize laureate; Honorary Aircraft Builder of the USSR
and citizen of Verkhnyaya Salda. Gavriil Dmitrievich Agarkov died on January 12, 1992
in Verkhnyaya Salda, where he was buried at the New City Cemetery.

Thus, Agarkov is not only an exemplary citizen of his country, but also a patriot
who has devoted his whole life to the development, science, improvement of technologies
and working conditions for the benefit of his Homeland. | believe that in order to increase
the patriotism of the people, it is necessary to show and tell more about such amazing
people as Gavriil Dmitrievich Agarkov.

THE FATE OF THE GREAT MOUNTAINEER

Imam Shamil is the leader of Dagestan and Chechnya, a skilled warrior, a fighter
for the independence of the Caucasus, a commander who surprised the whole world with
his ability to master his Imamate state in a short time.

In 1897, on a June day in the Dagestan village of Gimry, a boy was born in the
family of Koval Dengav, whom they named Ali. Ali — grandfather or about Shamil 's
grandfather, he was from the family of Abas-uncle of the Prophet Muhammad

As a child, Imam Shamil was weak and often ill, so, according to the mountain
custom, his name was changed to Shamil. In his youth, he liked to spend time in the
mosque, most of which he spent on studying Islamic jurisprudence and commemorating
the name of the Almighty. Imam Shamil has grown up his peers so much. that they
became jealous of him. Envy gave rise to a wild act in them-they beat him and stabbed
him. Shamil considered it a weakness to go home beaten to his parents and went to the
forest to heal his wounds with herbs. Thanks to the spiritual power burning in his heart,
he overcame these youthful illnesses and difficulties, after which he became such that no
one could compare with him either physically or intellectually. Gifted with brilliant
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natural abilities, Shamil listened to the best teachers of grammar, logic and rhetoric of the
Arabic language in Dagestan and soon became considered an outstanding scientist.

Shamil's father liked to drink. Shamil did not like this predilection of his father. No
matter how much Shamil talked, his father did not want to

So the holy war, raised in 1826 by Imam Gazimagomed, turned Shamil to military
and administrative activities. Accompanying Gazimagomed in his campaigns, Shamil
was besieged by Russian troops under the command of Baron Rosen in his native village
of Gimry in 1832. In this battle, Imam Gazimagomed fell as a shahid, jumping out of the
window of dashni surrounded by tsarist troops, landing on the stockade of enemy
bayonets.

When Shamil saw from the room how Gazimukhammad was killed by enemies, he
told his companions: "After our mentor died, we don't see anything good in life. We
should march and die."Then he jumped out into the street with the Gimrin muezzin and
with other comrades with naked checkers (he showed his usual skill here and flew straight
at the enemies from the threshold of the room). This leap, similar to flight, was twelve
cubits long.

When Shamil was trying to leave, one of the soldiers jumped up to him to hit him,
but Shamil, ahead of him, finished off the enemy. Another was also killed, then a third,
but the fourth pierced his left side with a bayonet, which entered his chest and came out
from behind. Shamil grabbed the front of the soldier's gun and pulled him towards him
before he took the bayonet out of Shamil's chest and killed him; then he pulled out the
bayonet and threw it. In 1834, after the murder of Gamzatbek, Shamil was proclaimed
imam for 25 years and ruled over the highlanders of Dagestan and Chechnya, successfully
fighting against the huge forces of Russia.

Shamil had military talent, great organizational skills. Exposure. perseverance, the
ability to choose the time to strike and helpers to fulfill their destinies.

In an effort to unite the numerous peoples of the North Caucasus, Shamil created
an imamate — a centralized military-theocratic state in which he owned secular and
spiritual power. Shamil set a really tough one. All life in the imamate was based on the
laws of sharia. Wine, tobacco, music, and dancing were banned. A fairly strong and
efficient army was created, which managed to defeat Russian units. The imam ruled the
state with the help of the naibs (governors). "The Naibs condoned such a mess because
they had cases of using someone else's estate, punishing the guilty and innocent according
to various unfair denunciations. Often out of selfish views, they ordered people to be
Killed. Therefore, a lot of petitioners began to come to Shamil, complaining about the
injustice of the Naibs. But naibs with with

Shamil and 400 of his Murids were besieged in the mountainous village of Gunib.
After a brutal bayonet battle in which 100 mountaineers and 21 Russian soldiers were

killed, August 25, 1859
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Besieged in his last fortress on Mount Gunib in Dagestan, Shamil accepted the offer
of the governor in the Caucasus, General Baryatinsky. The imam went to Gunib to save
his people. He became his hostage and an honorary prisoner of the emperor. The
companions were granted freedom at the request of the imam. Whole societies came out
to say goodbye to the people, covering the road with carpets, kissing the edges of his
clothes and praying to Allah to save Shamil's life. People were crying and looking after
the imam, they did not disperse for a long time even when Shamil's carriage disappeared
from sight.

Shamil did not expect anything but the troubles of being hanged or exiled to frosty
Siberia, rumors of which reached the Caucasus, for himself. On the way to St. Petersburg,
Shamil had doubts "Whether they were taking him to Siberia," and often looked at the
compass presented by Boryatinsky, but the reality was different. He was greeted
everywhere as a hero. What was his surprise when on the way to St. Petersburg they
reported that in the city of Chuguev, near Kharkov, Shamil himself wanted to see the
Russian Empire.

In the Ottoman Empire, Shamil was offered opportunities no worse than in Russia,
but he preferred to live in the house of the late Sheikh Jamaludin Kazikumukhsky.

The time of the Hajj was approaching, Shamil set off on his journey. After that,
when Imam Shamil was approaching the Medina by ship, he noticed how many people
gathered on the shore to see the famous Shamil. Then Shamil did not want to greet these
people before he greeted the Prophet Muhammad (S.T.A.V.), and Shamil exclaimed
greeted the prophet. Then all these people who were there heard how the prophet
answered Shamil with a greeting. After the completion of the Hajj on February 4, 1871,
the greatest scientist of his time, defender and pillar of religion, freedom fighter of the
Caucasian highlanders, Sheikh of the Nakshubandi Tariat, the great imam of Dagestan
and Chechnya Shamil left this mortal world.

There has never been a more outstanding personality in the history of Dagestan
than Imam Shamil. This is a man who has devoted himself and his life to protecting the
honor and dignity of his homeland.

VALERY KHARLAMOYV - THE SPORT —
PRIDE OF THE COUNTRY AT ALL TIMES

Hockey is one of the most popular sports on the planet. Many people want to connect
their lives with hockey and play at a professional level. One of these was the hero of my
essay — Valery Borisovich Kharlamov.

Kharlamov, or as his teammates called him — "kid" was born on January 14, 1948.
in Moscow. Already at the age of seven, Valera began to go to the skating rink with his
father, where he learned to skate for the first time. At the age of 14, Kharlamov was
enrolled in the hockey section. Despite his small stature, the coaches liked the young man
because of his ability to think outside the box.

After 5 years, Valery made his debut for the adult team of CSKA, and a year later
Kharlamov was called up to the second team of the USSR. After one of the international
tournaments, the hockey player was called up to the main national team of the country, in
which he subsequently played for more than 10 years.

In 1972 Olympic Games were held in Japan. The Soviet hockey team won gold
medals without losing a single match, and Kharlamov became the top scorer of the
tournament.

In September 1972 USSR-Canada super series was held. During the games with
professionals from another continent, VValery Borisovich received universal recognition
already at the international level. Even the Canadians themselves, whom many considered
invincible, recognized the skill of the Soviet athlete. But in one of the games, hockey
player Bobby Clark hit Kharlamov's ankle with a club. VValery was able to take part in the

match through the pain after one game and helped his team win.
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In 1974 at the Olympic Games in Austria, the USSR team played a brilliant series
of games and in the final, having beaten the Czechoslovaks, became the winner of the
tournament. Kharlamov became one of the best players in the Olympiad.

In 1976, the year became very eventful for Valery Borisovich. In May, Kharlamov
married 19-year-old Irina Smirnova. Back in 1975 The couple had their first child,
Alexander. A little later, a daughter, Begonita, was born.

In the same year, the Kharlamovs, returning from guests at night, got into a car
accident in which Valery received many bruises, several fractures and a concussion.

But after that, Kharlamov did not quit hockey. He began to actively recover, training
with the boys at the rink. Soon he returned to the adult team of CSKA and the USSR
national team for another 5 years.

After the 1980 Olympiad, where the team performed mediocrely, losing to the US
student team, they began to say that Kharlamov was no longer the same as he was before,
and proposals began to come in about ending his career.

Season 1981/1982 was supposed to be the last in the career of Valery Borisovich,
after which the athlete wanted to become a children's coach. Kharlamov was gradually
getting in shape and wanted to go to the 1981 Canada Cup, but the head coach Tikhonov
considered that Valera was not physically ready for this tournament and informed the
hockey player about this. After that, on August 27, 1981. Valery Borisovich Kharlamov,
along with his wife and her cousin, got into a car accident and died.

On August 31, a memorial service was held at the CSKA Weightlifting Palace.
Thousands of people came to say goodbye to the legendary Soviet hockey player. For me,
Valery Kharlamov is one of the main heroes of sports in the history of our country. His
heroism lies in the fight against his life obstacles, after which Kharlamov always returned
to the ice and helped the USSR prove that the Soviet hockey school is one of the best in
the world.

VENIAMIN KAVERIN IS MY HERO

"Two captains” of Veniamin Kaverin will forever remain in my heart. It is a book
about friendship, love, vocation, fidelity and everything that is important for a person at
the time of his youth. The tragedy miraculously echoes the carelessness of teenage life.
The persistence of the protagonist in achieving a childhood dream inspired me to dedicate
my life to the maritime business. Veniamin Aleksandrovich Kaverin is not the author of
one book, his heritage is great and varied, and | would like to talk about this. The writer
was born on April 6, 1902 in Pskov in the family of a bandmaster (leader of a military
band) Abel Zilber and the owner of music stores and musical instrument rentals Khana
Girshevna. She graduated from the Moscow Conservatory, gave music lessons and
organized concerts for city residents. By the end of school, Veniamin was forced to earn
his own living, doing everything that brought at least a tiny income. Once he got into the
artistic sub-department of the Moscow Council, which gave him access to all the theaters
of the early 20s.

“It was unusually interesting, it brought up consciousness, taste,” he wrote about it
later.

But the company that Kaverin then got into did not like Yuri Tynyanov, the husband
of his own sister, very much. He invited him to move to Leningrad. Veniamin enters the
Institute of Living Oriental Languages at the Department of Arabic Studies (1923) and the
Faculty of History and Philology of Leningrad State University (1924). At this time, he
meets Mayakovsky, members of the LEF (Left Front of the Arts), and his story “The
Eleventh Axiom” gets to Gorky, who highly appreciates what he wrote. Then Kaverin
joins the group of the Serapion brothers. The 19-year-old student preferred creativity to
science, but methodicalness, the ability to work with a large amount of information, the
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ability to scrupulously analyze what is happening greatly helped him in his literary path.
“Art should be built on the formulas of the exact sciences” V. Kaverin Veniamin was
extremely organized and wrote at least two pages a day. He worked as if he were going to
work, and only on Sundays he took a day off, and only then did he not sit at his desk.
Kaverin believed that it is possible to learn to write good prose by working 15-20 years
every day.

About Alexander Grigoriev, the hero of his most famous novel, he writes that a polar
pilot of this type is a man of science, because he studies the history of aviation, the
conquest of the North. Here Benjamin wanted to look into that area of the soul of a man
of science, which seemed to him invaluable: he cannot lie, what he speaks and writes
about will be tested in thousands of laboratories. Brothers, sisters and children of Kaverin
were also by nature very active and hardworking. Lev Zilber became a major Soviet
immunologist and virologist, David Zilber became a military doctor and hygienist,
Alexander, who took the pseudonym Ruchiev, became a famous composer. Daughter
Kaverin is a pharmacologist and author of many monographs, his son is a professor, doctor
of medical sciences. Benjamin believed that work ennobles a person.

The pseudonym Kaverin took in honor of a friend of A. S. Pushkin, Pyotr Kaverin,
the hero of Eugene Onegin, a hussar, a prankster, a reveler and a rake, even when he was
studying at the Leningrad Institute of Oriental Languages. As a child, he loved to write
poetry, at the beginning of his literary career he was fond of short stories on fantastic plots
(The collection “Masters and Apprentices” was published in 1923). Later he took part in
the creation of collective novels, they were published in Ogonyok. Then Kaverin began
to write, based on stories from his own life. So, for example, “Petrograd Student” appeared
— a book about a young man who found himself alone in a big city, about the joys of the
university period, about first love. Kaverin considered childhood to be the most eventful
stage in a person's life. During this period, we pay special attention to new meetings,
impressions and events, many of the difficulties of adult, conscious life do not yet concern
us, it seems to me that Benjamin is in awe of the serenity that surrounds the child.

During the Great Patriotic War, Kaverin worked in the Northern Fleet, looked at the
way of life of soldiers, talked to officers and sailors, collected material for the Two
Captains, and provided assistance to employees of military newspapers. For his
correspondent work he was awarded the Order of the Red Star. He searched for himself
in poetry and prose, short stories and novels. What sincerity is filled with each of his
works! The writer carried his love for truth through his whole life, he was a strong-willed,
courageous person and was not afraid to defend justice to the detriment of his career, and,
maybe, life.

In 1958, he was perhaps the only major writer of the older generation in the USSR
who refused to participate in the persecution of Boris Pasternak in connection with the

publication of his novel Doctor Zhivago in the West and the award of the Nobel Prize to
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him. Signed an appeal in defense of Yu. M. Daniel and A. D. Sinyavsky. Prepared for the
Fourth Congress of the Writers' Union of the USSR (1967) the speech "Urgent Questions
of Literature", which he was forbidden to read out. In 1968, in an “Open Letter,” he
announced a break with K. A. Fedin, when he did not allow Solzhenitsyn to reach the
reader of Cancer Ward.

Kaverin was rightfully considered happy: he lived a long, eventful and busy life,
escaped prisons, camps, until the end of his days he was engaged in literature, he had
many faithful and good friends who supported him in difficult times. He was loved by
readers and colleagues, he was appreciated for his sincerity, kindness and faith in man. In
his memoirs, Kaverin notes that in his very mental structure there was always a certainty
that everything would be fine.

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In everyday speech, the expression "He is a real hero" is often used. But what kind
of hero is he? This is a person who is distinguished by such qualities as courage, bravery,
courage and valor. A hero is someone who has accomplished a feat. Such a person is not
afraid to sacrifice his own interests, he is ready to sacrifice everything he has in order to
benefit the whole society. For a human hero, the life of a group of people or the whole of
humanity is more important than his own, so he is ready to sacrifice it. A hero is a person
who stands out from the rest with his decisive actions. For me, the hero is Zoya
Kosmodemyanskaya and by the example of her story, | would like to show this.

Zoya Anatolyevna Kosmodemyanskaya was a partisan and a member of the
sabotage and reconnaissance detachment of the Western Front of the Red Army. She was
the first woman to be awarded the title of Hero of the Soviet Union during World War 1.
She became a symbol of the heroism of the Soviet people in defending their homeland.
Her image is depicted in fiction, essays, films and art. Zoya Kosmodemyanskaya was
born in a village in the central part of the Tambov region of Russia in the family of a local
priest. When she was six years old, her family ended up in Siberia. Some studies suggest
that they were expelled for Zoe's father's speech against collective farming, but in a report
published in 1986, her mother stated that they fled to Siberia to avoid prosecution. For a
year they lived on the Biryusa River in Southeastern Siberia, but later moved to Moscow.
Zoya's father died when Zoya was ten years old, after an operation on the intestines, and
the children, Zoya and her younger brother Alexander, were left in the care of their
mother. Zoya studied well at school, especially loved history and literature and dreamed
of entering Leningrad (now St. Petersburg) University. However, her relationship with
her classmates was not going well, and this, according to her mother, led to a “nervous
illness”. Some witnesses suggested that she had schizophrenia. In 1940, she fell ill with
acute meningitis, after which she underwent rehabilitation at the Sokolniki clinic in
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Moscow, where she became friends with the writer Arkady Gaidar, who also underwent
treatment there. Despite missing a lot of classes, she graduated from ninth grade high school
later that year. On October 31, 1941, Zoya, along with 2,000 young Communist volunteers,
entered a sabotage school, becoming a member of a sabotage and reconnaissance
detachment, officially named the "partisan detachment of the 9903rd headquarters of the
Western Front.” After a short period of training, she was sent to the Volokolamsk district
of the Moscow region, where she and her group managed to mine the road. Later, Stalin
issued an order to prevent the deployment of the German army in towns and villages and,
thus, to burn and destroy all settlements in the German rear. To carry out the order, the
commanders of the sabotage groups had to burn ten settlements within a week, including
the village of Petrishchevo in the west of the Moscow region. Two groups went on a
mission, but came under German fire and, having suffered heavy losses, dispersed. Then
their remnants united under the command of Boris Krainev. On November 27, Kraynev,
Vasily Klubkov and Zoya Kosmodemyanskaya set fire to three houses in Petrishchevo,
where German soldiers and officers were staying. Then, when they dispersed to meet at the
agreed meeting place, Kraynev left without waiting for his comrades. Klubkov was
captured by the Nazis, and Zoya, left alone, decided to return to Petrishchevo and continue
burning the village. However, both the Germans and the locals were already on the alert,
and the Germans placed several local men to protect the village from saboteurs. At nightfall
the next day, Zoya was spotted by one of the guards when she tried to set fire to the barn.
The guard called the Germans, who captured Zoya. The Nazis rewarded a local resident
with a bottle of vodka, and later a Soviet court sentenced him to death. During the
interrogation, Zoya said that her name was Tanya, and refused to say anything definite. The
Germans stripped her naked and beat her with whips, and then took her outside in the cold.
Local women also tried to take part in the humiliation by throwing a pot full of dishes at
her. Later, they were also sentenced to death. The next morning, Zoya was hung up with
the sign “arsonist” on her chest. Her body remained suspended for another month and was
subjected to numerous humiliations by passing German soldiers. Then the Germans
ordered the gallows to be removed, and Zoya's body was buried outside the village, and
later reburied at the Novodevichy Cemetery in Moscow. Zoya's fate became widely known
after the publication of Peter Lidov's article “Tanya” in the newspaper "Pravda" in January
1942. The author learned about the execution in Petrishchevo by chance, from a local
elderly peasant who witnessed it. In February of the same year, Zoya Kosmodemyanskaya
was posthumously awarded the title Hero of the Soviet Union.

Based on all of the above, we can conclude that a hero is a person who performs feats,
acts like a brave, courageous, brave, courageous and determined person who is not afraid
of difficulties and is not afraid to sacrifice himself. Zoya's inner core did not allow her to
give up, show weakness and forget about her goal.

PEOPLE IN WHITE COATS; IN WAR AS IN WAR

In the years of the Great Patriotic War, no one ever spoke ill of doctors, nurses,
nurses and orderlies, they were of weight gold and needed like air, they were respected
and idolized. Medical personnel unconditionally obeyed the order of G.K. Zhukov: do
not leave the wounded on the battlefield! On the front was planned clear work of units of
the sanitation service. The Medsanbat moved with the division, which conducted
offensive battles, constantly changing its deployment. In the field, doctors prepared for
the offensive of troops in advance: they developed dugouts, repaired and installed tents -
this is for the team of medical personnel, and for the wounded they built large dugouts
(each for 200 beds, beds in two tiers). Mainly in the forest there were several hospitals of
various profiles, headed by a sorting hospital, which supervised the flow of wounded. The
wounded were transported by carts to the sorting tents, and the lightly wounded moved
by themselves. All patients were distributed according to the severity of the injuries: they
were washed, dressed in clean linen, examined, treated with tetanus gangrenous injection,
bandages, given drugs and only then transported to the surgical department. The nurses
not only did this work, they also monitored the soldiers' health. The nurses often did their
own laundry.

In the conditions of continuous fighting, the medical battalion worked as a clear
military conveyor sometimes under shelling. There was a lack of doctors, surgical tools,
medicines, sometimes had to use clothes for dressing, sheets, and to sprinkle the wounds
with ash, even used kerosene.

There were cavalry companies, they consisted of health workers. They provided
primary medical care during shelling and air raids and then transported the wounded to
the Medical Bates. The percentage of fatalities was much higher among the sanitation
workers working in the tank units than in other parts, due to the fact that there was no
room for a sanitation technician in the tanks. The orderlies worked in difficult conditions
- constant bombings, difficulties of front roads. Throughout 1941, the medical team had
a hard time. There was a lack of practical experience and retreat of Soviet troops. Only in
early 1942 did the situation stabilize. The system for the delivery, distribution and

treatment of the wounded was well established. During the year of hostilities, the need to
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inform medical personnel about the development of hostilities was identified. The
sanitary supervisors had to systematically and in a timely manner orient themselves to
changes in the combat situation. The experience of the first year of the war made it
possible to identify ways of improving the country’s military medicine. About half of all
medical personnel of the Armed Forces during the Great Patriotic War were women. A
significant number of them were health workers and nurses. From the front line, they
played a special role in assisting wounded fighters. From the first days of the war, the
girls pulled soldiers from the afterlife without feeling sorry for themselves. Thus, on
August 1, 1941 in the evening message Sovoinform bureau was informed about
distinguished nurses. About M. Kulikova, who saved a tanker despite her own injury.
About K. Kudryavtseva and E. Tikhomirov, who, in line with the fighters and under fire,
assisted the wounded. Tens of thousands of girls, having acquired medical knowledge,
went to field hospitals and hospitals to rescue Soviet soldiers. One of the most striking
indicators of the organization of the field medical service, which was of paramount
importance for all subsequent surgical work, was the time the wounded were admitted to
the regimental medical station (PHC)where he received first aid. The main requirement
of the Medical Service was to ensure that all injured persons arrived at the field medical
post within six hours of being wounded and at the Medical Battalion within 12 hours. If
the wounded were detained at a company or battalion infirmary and arrived after these
deadlines, this was considered a lack of medical care on the battlefield. However, doctors
did not always have the opportunity to operate in the field. Often, during an offensive in
which the health toll is always higher, only one in six or seven of those in need of urgent
surgical assistance were on the table. And the rest had to be sent at the first opportunity
to the army rear, where there were surgical field mobile hospitals.

Shcherba Nikolay Yakovlevich was born in the village of Lakino in 1926. He was
drafted to the front of the More Murtinsky RVK in November 1943. He fought on the 1st
Ukrainian Front as part of the 12th Guards Mechanized Brigade of the 5th Guards
Mechanized Corps. Corporal’s Guard. During the fighting he worked as an orderly in the
priming and sorting department. Awards: Medal «For Military Services», Order of the
Red Star. Award Sheet: During offensive battles from 22.03. 1945 to 03.04. In 1945,
working as a medic in the Medical Medical Sorting Unit, unloading and loading wounded
soldiers and officers, proved to be an excellent worker. He did not consider that he had to
work day after day without rest, received, arranged and fed hundreds of wounded officers
and soldiers. He has alleviated the suffering of the wounded in every way. 03.04. 1945,
despite a heavy mortar attack by the enemy, the medical platoon in the village of
Hochprest did not cease its duties, organized evacuation and shelter for the wounded.

Sergeeva (Shunina) Maria Danilovna was born in 1921 in Bashkortostan. Pioneer

from the '30s. Before the war she worked in the city of Magnitogorsk in the central
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hospital as a nurse. In August 1941, she was called up by the Magnitogorsk RVK to the
active army. She served as a nurse in a hospital on the 2nd Belarusian Front. In 1942, she
met Lieutenant Konstantin Sergeev in a hospital and married him. After the discharge,
she went with her husband to the More Urtin district. She worked as the head of the
Talovsky nursery, a nurse in Predivinskaya and More Urtin Hospitals. Awarded: medal
«For the Victory over Germany», «Veteran of labor.

Maria Karpovna Sadovnikova, after graduating from the 7th grade, entered the
Kana Medical School. The war came unexpectedly, overreacted to the people’s lives.
Seventeen-year-old girls, unaware of all the horrors of the war, but ready to stand up for
the defense of the Motherland, volunteered to the front.

Sanitary instructors trained for the front for a whole year: in addition to professional
training, harsh discipline, techniques of combat use of rifles. Tall, but very fragile Maria
was not easy. The girls were driven farther and farther by the nurse’s train, but not to the
West, where the fighting was raging, but to the Far East.

Selyutina Vera Petrovna (née Tsivanyuk) was born in 1920 in the village of
Nikolaevka More Urtin district. In December 1941, the Krasnoyarsk RVK was called to
the front. A 20-year-old girl, on the eve of a new year, 1942, she went to the front of a
sanitary train sandruzhina. Several times the sanitary train was bombed, but work did not
stop. Faith nursed the wounded, in that many of the wounded quickly recovered and went
back into battle, and her credit.

Today we remember the dead soldiers and honour the survivors of the veterans.
Remember those who worked in the rear and raised children. We pay our respects to
doctors and nurses. But the apparently invisible work of sanitation and diagnostic services
has saved the lives of hundreds of thousands of people. We remember that too.

ETERNAL GLORY TO SUVOROQOV -
GLORY OF THE ARMY OF ALL TIMES AND ALL GENERATIONS

Alexander Vasilyevich Suvorov is a name familiar to every history textbook, every
citizen of Russia knows that he was a talented commander, a skilled leader and a true
patriot.
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The birth of a great commander

Alexander Suvorov was born in November 1730 and died in 1800. He was born in
the family of a General-in-Chief and grew up in strictness. Alexander Suvorov was a
weak child and was often subjected to various ailments.

His parents wanted Alexander to devote his whole life to the civil service, but
Suvorov himself was stretched and dreamed of a military career from childhood. Having
finally decided that his destiny was the army, he decided to strengthen his health and
began to temper and engage in physical education. In no small way, the fate of Suvorov
was also influenced by Pushkin's great-grandfather Abram Cannibal, who convinced
Suvorov's father to choose a military path for him.

As aresult, in 1742, Suvorov was enlisted in one of the best military regiments (In
the Semenov Life Guards Regiment). During the service, he continued to improve his
skills in military affairs, along with this, there was a gradual increase in Suvorov's rank.

Already in 1754, Alexander Suvorov received his first military rank, the rank of
lieutenant, and in 1756 he already took part in the Seven Years' War. Alexander Suvorov spent
the beginning of the Seven Years' War in the rear, and a couple of years later he was already
fighting for the army at the front. He took part in the battle of Kunersdorf and participated in
the capture of Berlin. Throughout the war, promotions and rewards awaited him.

By 1762, Suvorov rose to the rank of lieutenant colonel and commanded a corps
that guarded the security of the coronation of Catherine Il. At this moment, the first
meeting of the Empress and the future commander took place. But Suvorov achieved
special success thanks to his success in the Russian-Turkish war.

In the Russian-Turkish war of 1768-1774, he distinguished himself by taking the
Turtukay fortress, which was taken with minimal losses. But especially Suvorov was able
to show his talent in the Russian-Turkish war of 1787-1791. He took part in almost all the
battles, personally leading and leading the soldiers with a couple. But the most famous is
the capture of 1zmail in 1790, where Alexander Suvorov showed all his talents, he ordered
the construction of a training camp for his soldiers, and as a result, the fortress fell.

The next stage of his career was the fight against the uprising led by Kosciuszko in
1794, during which he accomplished many important feats.

Soon Catherine Il dies, her son Paul I comes to replace her. From the very
beginning, the commander and the emperor had a very tense relationship. Pavel | even
fired Suvorov. In 1798, Paul | began to need Alexander Suvorov because of Russia's
participation in the second anti-French coalition. During the Italian campaign, he
commanded a united army and received the rank of field marshal.

In August 1799, Suvorov's Swiss campaign began, which became one of the most
legendary events in the military history of the Russian state. During this campaign,
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Suvorov crossed the Alps. After this campaign, Alexander Suvorov began to bear the title
of Generalissimo. This campaign became the most famous stage in his life.

Soon, Generalissimo Suvorov returned to his homeland, where he learned that
Russia was breaking the alliance with Austria and it was necessary to return the army to
the territory of the Russian Empire. During his return to Russia, Suvorov fell ill and died
in May 1801. The Generalissimo was buried in the Alexander Nevsky Lavra, where
Alexander Nevsky is buried, after whom Suvorov's parents named their son Alexander.
As a result, now two outstanding commanders of the Russian army have found eternal
rest not far from each other.

The main exploits of Alexander Suvorov

The Russian general Alexander Vasilyevich Suvorov (1730-1800) was never
defeated in battle. Although Suvorov demanded discipline, he understood the needs and
feelings of his soldiers better than any other commander of the time.

A descendant of an ancient Russian family from Novgorod, Alexander Suvorov
was born in Moscow. His grandfather had a great influence on the formation of his moral
character. Alexander's father paid little attention to the boy's education, and only his
natural gifts and insatiable thirst for learning prevented him from becoming an
uneducated person. He acquired a large stock of knowledge, and stood out from his peers.
He began to study foreign languages and mathematics, but his first love was the study of
military subjects. With characteristic stubbornness and perseverance, Alexander prepared
for a military career.

Suvorov lived and worked in a feudal society. The military policy of Catherine the
Great was based mainly on the interests of the feudal landowners, whose control over the
Russian masses was total. He protested against the senseless cruelties inflicted on the
population in the conquered countries and against the social, economic and political
exploitation of the Russian masses. “I shed a lot of blood,” he said, “and it terrifies me,
but I love my neighbor. | never signed a death warrant; | never crushed a bug."

Suvorov took part in the Russian-Turkish war of 1768-1774. And he helped to
suppress the Pugachev uprising in 1775. In 1794 he crushed Polish resistance by winning
the Battle of Prague and capturing Warsaw.

Assessment of his career

Generalissimo Suvorov went down in world history as a great commander and
military thinker. He left a huge theoretical heritage, enriched all areas of military affairs
with new conclusions and provisions. Suvorov developed and applied in military
leadership the most advanced forms and methods of warfare for his time, which raised
Russian military art to unprecedented heights. The victorious campaigns of Suvorov

glorified our Motherland, they are a bright and unforgettable page of its glorious military
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past. During the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945. The Soviet government established
the Order of Suvorov, which is one of the highest awards for military service to the
Motherland. During the war, Suvorov schools were also created, in which military
training is carried out in the spirit of Suvorov principles. The name of Suvorov belongs
to our people. In serving Russia, he saw the main destiny of his life. “I leave my good
name,” wrote Suvorov, “to my contemporaries and posterity.” Years have passed, but the
name of Generalissimo Suvorov is pronounced by Russians with full respect and love.
He is a true national hero, a military genius, constituting the honor and glory of Russia.

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SEVASTOPOL AND RUSSIA REMEMBER. THERE WERE FIVE OF THEM...

Historical experience is very important, it allows us to learn from the mistakes of
our ancestors in order to avoid them in the future. Including the war, the war is also an
experience for us. The present and future generations must understand that we should not
live in quarrels and disagreements, as they can lead to the most terrible phenomenon on
earth — war. Today | am going to tell you about the feat of the 5 Sevastopol heroes, who
sacrificed themselves to save their homeland and give a peaceful future to the next
generation.

The defenders of Sevastopol passed from mouth to mouth about the unparalleled
feat of the five Black Sea fighters. No one knew the exact names of the soldiers who
blocked with their bodies fascist tanks the way to Sevastopol, but their feat had already
become a legend.

It was during the days of the furious attack of the Germans on Sevastopol. Fascists
captured the dominating height to the north of the village of Sadovoye at the price of
heavy losses. From there the enemy shot through the roads, trenches and fortifications
adjacent to our positions. Hitlerites were going down the slopes of heights and through
dead bodies of the soldiers rushed to the city. -

The Marines were tasked not only to stop the
enemy, but also to dislodge them from the heights,
opening the way to Sevastopol, at any cost. Sailors
going on the attack in their black striped jackets, and
sometimes simply in striped vests, struck fear into
the Nazis. "Black devils", "Black Death" — that's how
the enemies called these brave soldiers. If they went V..
on the attack, they did it in order to overthrow the enemy at aII costs. So it happened this
time. At night the sailors took the offensive with two companies. The enemy put up a
stubborn resistance. An insurmountable wall of fire seemed to stand in the way of the
sailors.

But nothing could stop the offensive rush of the "black devils". The order was
executed, the height was taken.

But enraged by the failure, the enemy pulled up its forces and launched another
attack, wanting to take the height. Machine-gunners penetrated into our rear, firing
indiscriminately from all sides, creating an appearance of encirclement.

The Germans, having made a sly move, resumed the offensive. Ahead of the
soldiers they herded sheep and, using them as cover, began the attack. The commander
of sailors figured out a ruse and ordered to hit the sheep. Our machine-guns rattled, and
the Red Army officers Shcherbakov and Lavrov poured lead on the sheep and the Nazi
soldiers covered by them. Machine gunners killed them and others with accurate bursts.
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The next day the Germans again began their offensive with seven tanks in front. It was
more serious than sheep. Covered by armor, the fascists thought they would break the
resistance of the sailors and seize the hill. The commander decided to block the tanks'

Strapped with grenades, packed with plenty of bottles of flammable liquid and
plenty of ammunition, and bidding farewell to their battle buddies forever, the five
sneaked forward and took cover behind a low embankment. From behind the bend the
enemy tanks appeared. One, two, three ... Seven monsters crawled on our soil, covering
the fascist soldiers. Sailors let the tanks closer, prepared to fight. The machine gun began
to shoot. Tsibulko shot at tanks at point-blank range. Here already froze one tank. The
machine-gunner shot the driver... The unequal fight lasted about two hours. The seamen
led the fight selflessly and ruthlessly. The armored fist of the fascists could not break
through the line defended by the five brave soldiers. Here on the battlefield two more
tanks froze in flames. The other four fled, unable to withstand the resistance of the Red
Fleet.

A few hours passed. Tanks appeared again. Now there were fifteen of them. There
were three armored monsters for each sailor. An unprecedented duel between the men
and the tanks was to take place. The Black Sea sailors clearly understood the imminent
danger. Everyone knew that they didn't have long to live, that they would have to die. But
no one wavered. Sailors bravely looked death in the face. At the call of the Motherland
they went on a feat in the name of happiness and freedom.

Once again the driver of the lead tank was killed by a well-aimed shot, the second
tank was destroyed by Tsibulko with a bunch of grenades, but he himself was wounded.
Overcoming the pain the sailor was firing at point-blank range at the tanks. The last tape
ran out, there was no more ammo. Jumping out from behind the hillock the wounded
Tsybulko with a bunch of grenades rushed to the tank. The bunch got under the caterpillar.
The tank stopped. But seriously wounded for the second time Vasily Tsybulko fell down
without consciousness.
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Ivan Krasnoselskiy died a hero's death. He managed to set two tanks on fire with
bottles with liquid. The enemy's bullet killed the hero. Three Black Sea soldiers and just
a few grenades were left. But the sailors did not retreat and did not surrender; they
preferred death to fleeing the battlefield. The first who rushed under the tank was political
instructor Filchenkov. Odintsov and Parshin saw their comrade in arms blow up the tank.
The body of the sailor crushed by the caterpillars flashed before their eyes. They didn't
flinch. Yuri Parshin and Daniil Odintsov rushed towards the crawling tanks and threw
themselves under them. The tanks were blown up, and under them two more immortal
Black Sea heroes died. In this fight the sailors destroyed up to a dozen tanks, the rest
turned back. The enemy infantry, dazed with fear, scattered. Our marine infantry rushed
on fascists, crushing seized with panic Hitlerites. The enemy offensive was thwarted.
Sailors pushed the Germans far back.

Near the blown up tanks they found a wounded and bleeding Vasily Tsibulko.
Straining his last strength he told how his four comrades-in-arms had died heroically. The
sailors picked up Tsibulko, and already in their arms the fifth participant of the immortal
feat died.

In conclusion | would say that the value of memory of the past is truly inestimable,
and therefore deserves the most attentive and as much as possible careful attitude on the
part of descendants. The heroes of Sevastopol will always be forever alive for us!

FEAT OF THE INTELLIGENT OFFICER PROKOPIY GHALUSHIN

In military operations, people often sacrifice themselves for the sake of others. One
of the natives of my city who are Heroes of the Soviet Union did the same. | want to tell
about him.

Prokopiy Galushin was born on July 19, 1925 in the village of Bunkovo,
Kholmogorsky district, Arkhangelsk province (now Kholmogorsky district, Arkhangelsk
region) in a peasant family.

Primary education. Before the war, he graduated from the 7-year-old secondary
school No. 2 in Arkhangelsk, after which he became an apprentice engineer, and then an
engineer of the steamship "Sura" of the Northern Shipping Company.

After the outbreak of the Great Patriotic War, on June 23, 1941, he applied to the
military enlistment office of the city of Arkhangelsk with a request to enroll him as a
volunteer in the active army, but was refused, because at the time of the appeal he was 16
years old.

But the future hero was not discouraged, he knew that as a boy he can help the
motherland by continuing to work on the steamship "Sura", which transported military
cargo from Murmansk and Kandalaksha.

In January 1943, after waiting for military age, he voluntarily joined the Red Army.
He was enlisted in the airborne troops. Having completed combat training in the Volga
region, Galushin chose a difficult and dangerous path as a military scout. Since January
1945, he has been a Red Army soldier in the active army — Guards, a scout of the foot
reconnaissance platoon of the 332nd Guards Rifle Regiment of the 104th Guards Rifle
Division (9th Guards Army, 3rd Ukrainian Front).

The spring of 1945 was friendly and joyful. Our people, having driven the fascists
from their native land, began to heal the wounds of the war. Towns and villages grew
rapidly on the site of the ruins, factories and factories came into operation. The valiant
Red Army was now fighting outside the borders of the Soviet Union, helping the peoples
of Europe to get rid of fascist oppression. Under the powerful onslaught of our troops, the
enemy retreated, but still bitterly snapped. The most stubborn battles with the enemy
unfolded on Hungarian soil, in the area of Lake Balaton. At that time, a Guards rifle
regiment under the command of Colonel G. Golofast, in which a twenty-year-old
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Komsomol member of the Red Army Guard, Prokopy Galushin, served, fought here, on
one of the front sections. Far from his motherland, under the Hungarian village of Before,
a simple peasant guy from the village of Pashkovo and performed his immortal feat.

... On March 18, 1945, the Guards fought for a heavily fortified settlement in front
of. The enemy put up a determined resistance to the advancing battalion, bringing into
battle heavy self-propelled guns "Ferdinand" — the pride and beauty of military equipment
of the Wehrmacht. The enemy's self-propelled guns attacked the battalion from the flanks,
continuously fired at its battle formations. It was necessary at all costs to repel the enemy's
tank attack. The Guards fought heroically. Some of the enemy tanks and self-propelled
guns were hit by artillery. But some of them were approaching the front edge of our unit.
The threat of the enemy's exit to the rear communications loomed.

Scout Galushin was at that time in the combat formations of the battalion. Realizing
the seriousness of the situation, he crawled with a bunch of anti-tank grenades to the lead
Ferdinand. With each passing second, the distance between them was shrinking. The steel
monster, scribbling machine guns, menacingly approached him. Fighting friends watched
this unprecedented duel with bated breath.

Procopius was young, loved life. But he understood that it was necessary to destroy
the enemy's self-propelled gun at any cost, otherwise many comrades would die.

The news of P. Galushin's fearless feat flew around the guards with lightning speed.
His battle friends rose to the attack. A friendly "hurrah” rolled down the chain. The guards
rushed forward swiftly and overturned the enemy.

By order of the Minister of Defense of the USSR, he was permanently enrolled in
the lists of the military unit of the 31st Guards separate Airborne Brigade, in which he
fought during the Great Patriotic War.

"His selfless devotion to the socialist Motherland and loyalty to the military oath
will serve as an example for all personnel of the Armed Forces of the USSR," the order
of the Minister of Defense says.

Every day at the evening verification in the military unit in which Prokopy Galushin
served, the first name of the hero-a northerner is called. In the company, in a row with the
beds of the current soldiers, there is a Hero's bed, and his portrait hangs above it.

The feat of Komsomol member P. Galushin was described in detail on the pages of
the central organ of the Hungarian Communist Youth Union "Magyar ifyushag".
Hungarian friends know and remember him, whose lands he selflessly defended.

We can talk about self-sacrifice in war for a long time. It is important to remember
that all the heroes who gave their lives are the same people as us. They wanted to live,
but at one point they chose death so that others could live. We must understand this and
explain it to our children. Only then will humanity be able to avoid wars.

On November 16, 1941, twenty-eight Soviet soldiers fought the enemy and
did not let him go further. In four hours, the Panfilovites destroyed 18 enemy tanks and
gave time for the Russian army to prepare for a new battle. None of the infantry division

betrayed the Motherland, but fought for its well-being to the end. The Panfilovites
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continued to fight, despite the fact that there were more forces and weapons on the side
of the enemy. But the battle in which the rifle division ended up was important for the
entire Russian army. It was impossible to allow the capture of Moscow, and the Germans
tried in every possible way to do this. They had all the forces ready for the fight. The
battle was unequal, but the Russians did not give up, but did everything not to let the
Germans into Moscow. Most of the soldiers died that day, demonstrating true patriotism.
The activities of the 28 Panfilovites have become a symbol of true love for the
Motherland.

From which we can conclude a true patriot is one who works for the good of his
country. He contributes to the improvement of the state of his country in every possible
way. A true patriot not only works to build his nation, but also inspires those around him.

FEAT'S MUSIC

For me, the real hero is the Polish pianist Wiadystaw Szpilman. After watching the
movie "The Pianist” this man sunk into my soul.

And | want people to know about it too.

The last days of the Second World War, the destroyed Warsaw. In a burnt-out house
behind an out-of-tune piano, Polish pianist Wtadystaw Szpilman came face to face with
a German officer. Shpilman did not bathe for several months and lived for more than a
year, eating on garbage dumps. He was ready to hit or shoot at point-blank range, but
instead the officer spoke up. He asked Vladislav about his profession, and although in
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such circumstances the question seemed meaningless, Shpilman nevertheless answered:
"Pianist."” The German pushed him to the broken piano and ordered him to play. It was
not an easy task for a weak, hungry person who had not touched the keys for three years.
Szpilman began to play Chopin's B-sharp minor nocturne; it was the same piece that the
musician recorded on the Polish Radio on the day of the Nazi invasion of Warsaw. After
a moment of silence, the officer asked Shpilman: "Are you a Jew?" and then gave him
clothes and food for several weeks. When the officer was about to leave, Shpilman took
him by the hand and said:

You don't know my name, you didn't ask about it, but I would like you to remember
it, because you don't know what will happen next. You have a long way to go home, and
if 1 survive, | will probably start working right away, right here, on the same Polish Radio,
where | worked before the war. If something bad happens to you and | can do something
to help, remember: Vladislav Shpilman, Polish Radio.

This officer died in a German POW camp, but Vladislav Shpilman survived. Much
later, based on this story, director Roman Polanski made his famous film The Pianist.

Shpilman was born in 1911 in Poland. From early childhood, he showed the ability
to play the piano. He studied music in Warsaw and moved to Berlin in the 1920s. He
plunged into the musical life of Weimar Germany, studying piano with Arthur Schnabel
and composition with Franz Schreker at the Berlin Academy of Arts. When the Nazis
came to power in 1933, the musician returned to his family in Warsaw and got a job as a
pianist on the Polish radio. By 1939 he was the author of numerous popular songs and
classical works, but he became famous primarily as a pianist.

This promising musical career was interrupted on 1 September 1939 when German
troops invaded Poland. The Shpilman family, like hundreds of thousands of other Jews,
ended up in the Warsaw ghetto. To earn a living for his family, Shpilman got a job as a
pianist at the Sovremennik Cafe (Polish: Nowaczesna), popular with Nazis and
collaborators. In the cafe, the musician was surrounded by wealthy and healthy Germans
and wealthy Jews, and at the same time, thousands of people died of starvation in the
streets of the ghetto. In his diary, Shpilman wrote: "I parted with two illusions at once ...
faith in our solidarity and the musicality of the Jews." Soon the pianist quit his job at
Sovremennik and moved to another cafe. Szpilman was a popular performer and had
connections with many other ghetto intellectuals and artists.

Thanks to Shpilman's work, his family managed to survive in the ghetto for several
years, but it was only a respite. The beginning of the end came in the summer of 1942,
when mass deportations of Jews from the ghetto began. Shpilman saw every day how his
relatives and friends were pushed into cars, but thanks to luck for some time neither he
nor his family were included in the lists of the Nazis. In the end, they too made it to the
train station to go "East" (to the Treblinka extermination camp). When everyone got into
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the cars, someone's hand pushed the pianist onto the platform. Shpilman looked after the
outgoing train, which took away his family to death.

Szpilman could not move freely in Warsaw due to the constant threat of detection
and exposure from the Nazis. The generosity of friends, acquaintances and strangers
helped the musician survive outside the walls of the ghetto. For several months he moved
from one dilapidated, abandoned house to another, in the end, Vladislav had the
confidence that he was the only survivor in Warsaw. It was in the winter of 1945, when
in one of the abandoned houses, in search of food, he stumbled upon his savior - a German
officer.

After the end of the war, Shpilman returned to work at the Polish Radio. He also
performed solo piano concertos, worked in a chamber ensemble, and wrote music. In
1986, he stopped touring and devoted himself to composing music. Wtadystaw Shpilman
died in Warsaw in 2000. At the time of his death, he was one of the most famous and
popular musicians in post-war Poland. Before the release of the pianist's autobiography
in German and English, and especially before the release of Roman Polanski's The
Pianist, Szpilman was virtually unknown in the West. Now the situation is gradually
changing, the wonderful legacy of this talented performer and composer is immortal.
